PRECEDENCE OF HONORARY MEMBERS

Diversity of opinion having been expressed as to the precedence of Honorary Members in the list printed on a Lodge summons, the Board has taken the matter into consideration, and recommends that in all cases where such lists are printed, the names should be shown in order of seniority of the Masonic rank held by the Brethren concerned. In the case of Provinces and Districts, the names of the Provincial and District Grand Masters, followed by their Deputies and Assistant, should preceded those of any other Brethren, with the exception of the M.W. The Grand Master and his Deputy and Assistant.
